Tourism Department Targets New Mexicans
in New ‘Be Enchanted’ Ad Campaign 
$10,000 Grand Prize up for Grabs in On-Line Photo Contest
We have our New Mexico; now show us your inspired moment in the Land of Enchantment and maybe win $10,000 in the process.

The New Mexico Tourism Department is launching a brand new advertising campaign, “Day of Enchantment,” designed to encourage New Mexicans and their neighbors to consider their own backyard when making getaway plans.

“In this day and age of reality television, Twitter and text messaging, it is hard to cut through with a message unique enough to intrigue potential new visitors to New Mexico,” said Michael Cerletti, Secretary of the New Mexico Tourism Department. “It’s not enough to say New Mexico is the Land of Enchantment; we have to feel it. And who better to help us relay that message than the people who feel it every day - our fellow New Mexicans? We can use real New Mexico experiences do what New Mexico does best - enchant.”

“Be Enchanted” – which, in addition to a regional advertising effort – is designed to encourage New Mexicans to spend more of their leisure dollars closer to home.  The eight-week-long campaign includes television and radio advertising, live radio spots, outdoor billboards, social media and online advertising. It was conceived by Department staff and the Department’s contracted advertising agency, M&C Saatchi.
The centerpiece of the campaign, however, is the Department’s first-ever web site photography contest, “Day of Enchantment,” where folks who upload their favorite, enchanting photos of New Mexico will have a chance to receive weekly prizes and a shot at the $10,000 grand prize.

The “Day of Enchantment” photo contest, located on www.dayofenchantment.com, opened today (May 3, 2010) and closes June 27, 2010, at 11:59 p.m. The photo contest will be promoted through television and radio advertising, billboards, social media and online.  
Each week five photos will be selected that best represent enchanting New Mexico, and at the end of the contest, these weekly winners will be eligible for the $10,000 grand prize. The winner will be determined by a panel of judges and by votes from the general public. Anyone may enter. The Department will have full rights to all photos submitted.
The photo contest asks each submittal to enter the time, describe the location where the photo was taken and the “enchantment” felt by the photographer at the time. The contest also includes a tourism-industry tie-in. Each photo location will include a link to businesses in the same area offering special discounts and travel incentives.

 “The intent of the photo contest is to generate excitement about New Mexico and promote in-state travel by showing off all of the beautiful places within our state,” said Martin Leger, advertising manager for the Department. “It is important that the New Mexico tourism industry remain pro-active during these tough times for the travel industry.”
