Roswell Hosts World’s Largest Annual Flag Football Tournament

‘Hike It & Spike It’ Attracts Players from Across the Country

More than 500 teams (3,000 + players) of all ages and experience from across the United States will take to the field this Memorial Day weekend (May 29-30, 2010) for Roswell’s annual “Hike It & Spike It” 4-on-4 Charity Flag Football Tournament, benefiting the United Way of Chaves County.  

Not only is this world’s largest annual flag football tournament and a treat for the participants who battle it out on 39 fields at the Cielo Grande Recreation Area; it is a hoot for the more than 30,000 spectators planning to descend on this Southeast New Mexico city.
