Department staff and industry partners will also represent New Mexico for the fifth straight year at the Oklahoma State Fair (September 16-26, 2010). Oklahoma annually is always among the top five states in terms of overnight visitors to New Mexico.

“Our trips to Texas and Oklahoma are a must in our efforts to look at ways of promoting New Mexico,” Secretary Cerletti said, “and should be a mainstay for marketing New Mexico for years to come.”
